Teachers, these lessons are designed with you in mind.  Not only will they ensure that every student in your high school receives the same valuable information, it will also minimize the amount of time you spend preparing.  Every lesson is complete with handouts.  The course syllabus for each class is also in your notebook.  Lessons are designed for a thirty minute classes but can be easily adapted to fit a fifty minute class.  On the syllabus, you will notice that the lessons are grouped with similar lessons.  Use this to guide you in your decisions of which lessons to teach.  Some of the grouped lessons are meant to be taught in the order they appear.  The lessons with a * next to them are required to be taught.  These lessons include items that every student needs to know.  The rest of the lessons are meant to assist your students in the pursuit towards a career but are not required.  You will not teach every lesson that is in your course curriculum due to time constraints and the abundance of lesson plans.  

Freshman and sophomore teachers will be required to teach 75% (54 lessons) of the lessons.  This is to allow the teacher flexibility to cover topics of interest more in depth along with compensating for days that students are testing and/or out of class.
Juniors and senior teachers will only be required to teach 60% (43 lessons) of the lessons.  This is to allow time for students to work on scholarship applications, job applications, college essays, etc.
The flexibility of this curriculum allows teachers to teach to their strengths, while still ensuring the success of their students.
